But these

have always concentrated on Khadija (ra) and Aisha (ra), and usually as part of various biographies

of Rasul Allah (saw), not standing on their own. So I eagerly awaited a copy of this book to learn



and gain insight into the women who were closest to him (saw), indeed the only people who were

most aware of the intimate details of his life. Who were they? What did they think? What influence

might they have had on the day-to-day life which we follow so rigorously from the Hadith? What

were they and he (saw) like as people?What I found did not disappoint me. Kahn has created a rich

story of these women.
