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I enjoyed the first book and went right into reading the second. I enjoyed this one as well but there

are several inconsistencies that made reading less enjoyable for me as I was continually distracted

by them. Spoilers ahead so stop reading here if you don't want the story ruined.In the first book her

aunts give her the other half of a locket that is supposed to protect her from harm. It's never

mentioned again although it's supposedly a cherished keepsake. And--it certainly doesn't protect

her from harm in either book!In the first book her mentor shows her the big book of mixology but

specifically says in a couple of different places that the book is more for him to help her keep track

and that her talent is inherent in her and she would not need it. In spite of her inherent talent, she

has to memorize the entire book which she does by the end of the first book. In the second book,

the mixology book is stolen and suddenly she can't function without it and has difficulty

remembering ingredients in the book. What happened to her inherent talent?She's apparently in

danger from a killer and gets kidnapped (and of course rescued!) at the end of the first book. The

second book picks up almost immediately in the timeline and yet no mention is made of the

kidnapper,who hired him and whether she is still at risk. She's just living life and heading out on her

own with no concern. This makes no sense to me.End spoilers!I really like the premise of the stories

and the world building and I'll probably go ahead and read the third book but I would strongly

suggest this author find a good editor.
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
